Dear Contracting Officer,

[bookmark: _GoBack]This modification request is in direct response to GSA’s efforts to award Trade Agreements Act (TAA) non-compliant products under Federal Supply Schedule (FSS) contracts for select Federal Supply Classes (FSCs) pursuant to a Class Determination and Findings (D&F) described in GSA’s Senior Procurement Executive Memo 2020-11.  In accordance with the instructions provided by GSA, we hereby certify to the following:

1. This is a stand alone modification request proposing to add TAA non-compliant products to our MAS contract.

2. The request does not include other proposed product/service offerings, economic price adjustments, etc.  

3. We have not updated our representations and certifications in the System for Award Management (SAM), but have included the following representations specific to the items proposed in this modification request:

a. We hereby submit the following representation in FAR 52.212-3 paragraph (b)(2) reflecting that paragraph (g)(5) differs from SAM for the purposes of this solicitation/contract:

The offeror has completed the annual representations and certifications electronically in SAM accessed through http://www.sam.gov. After reviewing SAM information, the Offeror verifies by submission of this offer that the representations and certifications currently posted electronically at FAR 52.212-3, Offeror Representations and Certifications-Commercial Items, have been entered or updated in the last 12 months, are current, accurate, complete, and applicable to this solicitation (including the business size standard(s) applicable to the NAICS code(s) referenced for this solicitation), at the time this offer is submitted and are incorporated in this offer by reference (see FAR 4.1201), except for paragraphs (g) (5).

b. We hereby submit the following representation in FAR 52.212-3 paragraph (g)(5):   

Trade Agreements Certificate. (Applies only if the clause at FAR 52.225-5, Trade Agreements, is included in this solicitation.)

(i) The offeror certifies that each end product, except those listed in paragraph (g)(5)(ii) of this provision, is a U.S.-made or designated country end product, as defined in the clause of this solicitation entitled “Trade Agreements.”

(ii) The offeror shall list as other end products those end products that are not U.S.-made or designated country end products:  See Attached Price Proposal Template

4. We have identified all proposed TAA non-compliant products using the required format in the attached Price Proposal Template for TAA Non-Compliant Products.

5. We understand that these TAA non-compliant products are only available for orders supporting the Government’s COVID-19 response efforts and subject to unilateral and immediate removal by GSA.

6. We understand that the following language must be included in the product description for all TAA non-compliant products awarded and uploaded to our product catalog on GSA Advantage!:

“ATTENTION: This TAA non-compliant product is only available for orders supporting the Government’s COVID-19 response efforts and subject to unilateral and immediate removal by GSA. There is no dollar limit on FSS orders for this TAA non-compliant product, however, FSS orders that include these items must be issued no later than the end date of the exception authority as outlined in SPE Memo 2020-11.  Orders shall be as short of duration as is feasible to ensure an adequate supply is obtained.”

7. We understand that all TAA non-compliant products awarded under an FSS contract must be clearly identified as “TAA non-compliant” when responding to a Request for Quote (RFQ).

8. We understand that the following terms and conditions will apply to this modification:

a. The contractor agrees it has been provided the 30-calendar-day written notice required by GSAR clause 552.238-79 Cancellation.

b. All TAA non-compliant products will be removed from the contract effective immediately upon Government issuance of the unilateral Cancellation modification.

c. The Government has the unilateral right to remove TAA non-compliant products from GSA Advantage!.  

d. The date of removal will be in accordance with SPE Memo 2020-11. Orders shall be for as short of duration as is feasible to ensure an adequate supply is obtained.
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
