Resolved by th' 'ommillee on Tram,portation and Infrastructure ofthe U.S. House ofRepresentatives, that 
pursuant to 40 U.S.C. §3307, appropriations are authorized for a succeeding lease of up to 85,000 rentable square 
foet of space, including 25 official parking spaces, for the Department of Justice, Executive Office for 
Immigration Review and the Department of Homeland Security, Immigration and Customs Enforcement, Office 
of Principle Legal Advisors currently located at I 00 Montgomery Street in San Francisco, California at a 
proposed total annual cost of $6,460,000 for a lease term of up to IO years, a prospectus for which is attached to 
and included in this resolution. 

Approval of this prospectus constitutes authority to execute an interim lease for all tenants, if necessary, prior to 
the execution of the new lease. 

Provided that, the Administrator of General Services and tenant agencies agree to apply an overall utilization rate 
of 556 square feet or less per person for the Executive Office of Immigration Review and 253 square feet or less 
per person for the Office of Principle Legal Advisors except that, if the Administrator determines that the overall 
utilization rates cannot be achieved, the Administrator shall provide an explanatory statement to the Committee 
on Transpo11ation and Infrastructure of the House of Representatives prior to exercising any lease authority 
provided in this resolution. 

Provided that, except for interim leases as described above, the Administrator may not enter into any leases that 
are below prospectus level for the purposes of meeting any of the requirements, or portions thereof, included in 
the prospectus that would result in an overall utilization rate of 556 square feet or higher per person for the 
Executive Office oflmmigration Review or 253 square feet or higher per person for the Office ofPrinciple Legal 
Advisors. 

Provided that, to the maximum extent practicable, the Administrator shall include in the lease contract(s) a 
purchase option that can be exercised at the conclusion of the firm term of the lease. 



Pmvided/11rtlier, that the /\dministralor shall require that the ddineated area of' the 1>rocure111enl is id1.mtical lo the 
deli11eated area included in the prospectus, except that, irthe /\clministrator determines thnt the delineated area of' 
the procurement should not be identical to the delineated area included in the prospectus, the Administrator shall 
provide an explanatory statement to the '0111111it1ec on Transportation and lnfrnstructurc or the I louse or 
Representatives prior lo exercising any lease authority provided in this resolution. 

/'ro 11ided/11rtlier, that the ,encral Services Administration shall not delegate to any other agency the authority 
1rn11ted by this resolution.
