GSA Public Buildings Service
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What is Kahua?

GSA’s new project management and collaboration tool
• Integrates with PBS data sources
• Includes the full project lifecycle
• Accommodates different project types and sizes
• Allows for stakeholder collaboration

Commercial off-the-shelf, web-based software configured for 
GSA
• Access via desktop, web browser or mobile device
• FedRAMP approved, supporting CUI/Sensitive Building 

Information (formerly SBU) 
• Controlled access to project information

GSA Public Buildings Service
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What does Kahua offer?

Ability to stay informed and up-to-date on your project
• Get project information in one location
• Access to project information when you need it
• View project status, contacts, daily reports, field observations, 

submittals, punch lists, RFIs
• See project information in a dashboard or report format
• Download attachments and export views of project information

NOTE: 
● All Client Project Agreements (CPA) will be managed in the 

tool and approved via DocuSign. Customers will not access 
CPAs in Kahua.

● Kahua provides project information on a project-by-project 
basis. Aggregate reporting not available.

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What does Kahua offer? (continued)

Ability to improve project delivery through collaboration
• Participate in the project management process by reviewing 

project documents and providing comments
• Upload and workflow project documents if needed
• Share project information with non-Kahua users
• Track the history of comments and decisions

		Associated with content		Passed		Alternate text must be associated with some content



		Hides annotation		Passed		Alternate text should not hide annotation



		Other elements alternate text		Passed		Other elements that require alternate text

		Rule Name		Status		Description



		Rows		Passed		TR must be a child of Table, THead, TBody, or TFoot



		TH and TD		Passed		TH and TD must be children of TR



		Headers		Passed		Tables should have headers



		Regularity		Passed		Tables must contain the same number of columns in each row and rows in each column



		Summary		Passed		Tables must have a summary

		List items		Passed		LI must be a child of L



		Lbl and LBody		Passed		Lbl and LBody must be children of LI
