2. The Lessor to provide all labor, materials and equipment for work. In consideration, the Government shall pay
$10,991.38 in a one time lump sum payment to the Lessor.

3. Upon completion of the work and subseguent inspection/acceptance of the government, the Lessor shall submit to
GSA an invoice for $10,991.38, and include the name, address of the Lessor as shown on this document, as well as
the lease number, SLA number, AND PEGASYS NO, PS0014697. An original invoice for each phase must be
submitted directly to the GSA Finance Office electronically on the finance website at www.finance.gsa.aov.

Except as otherwise provided in the agreement, no charge for extra work or materials will be allowed
unless the same has been ordered in writing by the Contracting Officer and the price stated in such
order. : :

Inspection

Alt material, equipment and workmanship shall be subject to the inspection and approval of the
Contracting Officer or his representative. All work unsatisfactorily performed shall be promptty corrected
and made acceptable to the Government.

Indemnity

The Lessor shall save and keep harmless the Government against any and all liability claims and costs
of whatsoever kind and nature for injury to or death of any person or persons and for loss or damage to
any property (Government or otherwise) occurring in connection with or in any way indecent to or arising
out of the occupancy, use, service, operations, or performance of work in connection with this
agreement, resuliing in whole or in part from the negligent acts or omissions of the Lessor.

Restoration Walver

The Lessor hereby waives and forever relinquishes any right to make a claim against the Government for
waste, damages or restoration arising from or related to any alteration or removal of any alteration by the
Government during the term of this lease or any extensions. Alterations may be completed by either the
Government and/or the Lessor including initial build out of the leased space and/or any subsequent
madifications required during the lease period. At the Government’s sole discretion, property remaining
in leased spacs after termination of the lease contract will become the property of the Lessor.

All other terms and conditions of the lease shall remain in force and effect.
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
